Japanese nationals need to move from their current locations to Bengaluru,
or need to enter from surrounding States to Karnataka State, through check

points on the border well in advance of their flights.

We further request that the drivers who carry these passengers be allowed to
perform their duties. Please note that on the way to pick up the passengers
and after dropping them in Bengaluru, the drivers will be operating their
vehicles without passengers as part of their duties. Kindly accord the special

consideration to them as they are performing essential duties.

We would appreciate the kind cooperation of the concerned authorities.

In this regard, I would like to draw your attention to the current situations
in Bangalore evolving around COVID-19. While the nation-wide lockdown
continues, there are a number of Japanese nationals who are planning to go

back to Japan as early as possible.

Responding to such requests, Japan Airlines decided to operate the special
flights for relief of such Japanese nationals (JL.754, which departs at 19:00 14
April). The permission of these flights have been specially given by the Union
Government; Japanese nationals in Bengaluru and surrounding areas needs
to move to Kempegowda International Airport to board these flights. I would
like to draw your attention to the attached letter issued on 13 April 2020 by
the Ministry of External Affairs, which requests the facilitation of such
movements.

I, therefore, would like you to allow smooth passage of these Japanese
nationals and their entrusted drivers in the attached list so that their
movements, including entry to Karnataka State, as well as driver’s moving
on the way to pick up the passengers and after dropping them in Bengaluru,
will not be hindered.
